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PURCHASE ORDER SYSTEM OVERVIEW

The purchase order system provides a series of procedures to generate a purchase order
document and related file data, maintain the file(s), and lastly integrate the updating of
this file into the inventory receipts procedure.  Inquiry capability is built into the system
to determine the status of the purchase order.

The purchase order module supports varying units of measure for purchasing.  Thus, a
product can be purchased in different units of measure, none of which need be the same
as the stocking or selling units of measure.  The selling/costing unit of measure is used to
define the costing relationship, and it too may be overridden during purchase order entry.

PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING
This procedure accepts the data to create a formal purchase order, or to adjust information
on an existing order.  Some of the significant features of this system include:

A. Direct Shipments

Direct shipment orders identifying the customer involved, and upon receipt appear
on a report to facilitate billing the customer for merchandise received.

B. Maintenance Ability is Provided to:

Change a quantity
Delete an item from the order
Add an item to the order
Change a schedule date
Cancel the order

Drop ship purchase orders are created directly from the Order file by the system.
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PURCHASE ORDER SYSTEM OVERVIEW

IN-TRANSIT POSTING
The in-transit procedure allows the entry of shipping information and estimated arrival
dates, quantities, and prices into the system.  This procedure would be of most benefit to
importers who require status information on 'SWIMMING' merchandise.  The 'RECEIVER'
generated by this program is later used in the receipts posting procedure to automatically
receive the merchandise, and validate the vendor invoice.

PURCHASE ORDER RECEIPTS
The purchase order receipt program allows the entry of inventory receipts against specific
purchase orders.  The received quantities may be less or greater than the quantities
ordered. This program references the original purchase order, and performs the additional
function of calculating the current US cost.

If the AP/PO interface is set to 'Y' the receiver information will be used during voucher
entry.  Inventory and Purchase Order records are updated by this program.

INQUIRY
The purchase order system provides the following inquiries:

A. By Vendor Showing on a summary basis all outstanding purchase
orders.

B. By Order Showing in detail the status of an open purchase order.
C. By Item Number Showing all outstanding purchase orders, quantities and due

dates.

REPORTING
The reports available from the purchase order system:

- Purchase orders not yet printed
- Purchase orders with no promise date
- Open purchase order report - by vendor
- Open purchase order report - by product

 - Purchase commitment report - by due date by product
- Purchase commitment dollar report - by due date
- Overdue purchase order report
- Purchase order exception report
- Purchase order close and cancel report
- Open receivers report
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PARAMETERS USED IN THE PURCHASE ORDER SYSTEM

70. Number of days inventory history transaction should be retained.

75. Maximum number of lines on a system generated purchase order.

UNITS OF MEASURE
The purchase order module supports different stocking and purchasing units of measure
and allows the override of the purchasing and costing units of measure during entry.
product master maintenance has been revised to incorporate the following units of
measure.

UNITS OF MEASURE (Continued)

Stocking U/M Standard unit in which inventory of this product is maintained.

Purchasing U/M Standard unit in which this product is purchased.

Selling U/M Standard unit in which this product is sold to customers.  This unit of
measure is used to define the costing relationship and may be
overridden during purchase order entry.

The units of measure can be defined as global (via Un.Meas file) or each product may have
three units defined in the Product Master file (BX-Box Quantity  CS-Case Quantity
PK-Pack Quantity).
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PURCHASE ORDER/ACCOUNTS PAYABLE INTERFACE

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE VOUCHER INPUT

1. When the vendor's invoice is received, it is entered into the system using the
accounts payable voucher input program.  The operator identifies the purchase
order and receiver to which this vendor's invoice applies.  Multiple purchase orders
and/or receiving’s may be identified on a single vendor's invoice by entry of each
on a separate distribution line.

2. To facilitate the matching process, the operator will have the ability to inquire into
the status of receivers for a specific purchase order.  At the prompt for the Receiver
number, the operator may request an inquiry of open receivers for a specific
purchase order.  After entering an ‘I’ the inquiry will display the following
information on all receiving’s to this purchase order.  The source of this information
will be the Inv.Rcpt file.

a. Purchase Order Number
b. Receiver Number
c. Receipt Date
d. Total Quantity Received
e. Total Value Received
f. Total Value Received against the Purchase Order
g. Total Value Vouchered to Date Against this Receiver
h. Total Open Receivers

3. The system insures that every transaction affecting an inventory account will
eventually have a purchase order cross-reference entered, by placing all vouchers
affecting an inventory account on inventory hold (see below).  If the receiver is not
known at the time of voucher entry, the document will be held in suspense
(inventory hold), until it is properly matched via the voucher maintenance
program.  These inventory accounts will be identified via a flag in the Cadf file
(Category Code = "I").  Accounts without code "I" will not allow a purchase
order/receiver reference to be entered.

4. All vouchers with a purchase order cross reference or with an inventory account
general ledger distribution line will automatically be put on inventory hold, a
separate attribute (44) from the normal payment status field.  Vouchers will not be
eligible for payment if they are on inventory hold.
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PURCHASE ORDER/ACCOUNTS PAYABLE INTERFACE

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE VOUCHER INPUT (Continued)

5. The Inv.Rcpt file, the file in which the receiving information has been recorded, is
updated with the voucher information, in addition to the update now performed
to the Purchase Order file.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE VOUCHER MAINTENANCE
The voucher maintenance will not have the ability to remove the inventory hold flag.  The
hold flag can only be removed by the comparison program identified below (batch
matching).  Voucher maintenance will retain the ability to put/remove a voucher on
normal payment hold.

The Vou.Rcvr.Xref file is updated with the voucher number if any transaction is modified
to include a purchase order, receiver cross reference.

The voucher maintenance program provides the ability to change the purchase order or
receiver reference on any line item coded to an inventory distribution line.  In addition,
if the month has not been closed, the program allows a change to any of the data elements
on the general ledger distribution line, including, the general ledger code, job number,
and/or distribution amount.

BATCH MATCHING PROGRAM
A batch program will be initiated periodically from the accounts payable menu to compare
the vouchers entered to the value of the corresponding receivers.  The records in the
Vou.Rcvr.Xref file are sorted in receiver order to facilitate this match.  All records
pertaining to a receiver are read in, and their total value accumulated.  After all referenced
vouchers for a specific receiver are read, their total is matched to the value of the receiver.
If they are in balance, the following updates occur:

1. The receiver (Inv.Rcpt record) is marked as in balance (the Stat.Cd is set to "C").

2. All corresponding records in the Vou.Rcvr.Xref file are deleted, or the associated
receiver cross reference deleted from its value marked location in the record.

3. The associated vouchers are taken off inventory hold.
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PURCHASE ORDER/ACCOUNTS PAYABLE INTERFACE

OPEN RECEIVER REPORT
A report of all open receivers will be provided, driven off the Inv.Rcpt file.  This report
will display both the value of the receivers, as well as the corresponding vouchers received
and their value open.

VOUCHERS IN SUSPENSE
As a follow up tool for the accounts payable department, a report will be written off the
Oap file, listing in department sequence all vouchers on inventory hold.  The source of the
department will be the department of the first general ledger distribution line.  If a receiver
number has been entered against this voucher, then it will print on the report.  Each time
the report is run, a sequence number in the voucher record will be updated and printed
on the report in order to show how long this voucher has been in suspense.

PURCHASE ORDER LOG-ON

OPERATOR

Enter a valid operator code to continue or 'END' to return to the menu.

COMPANY

Enter the company for which you wish to post receipts for or 'END' to return to the menu.

WAREHOUSE

Enter the warehouse number for which the PO was entered or 'END' return to the menu.

ORDER DT

Enter the PO date or 'END' to return to the menu.
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

ENTER ORDER NUMBER 'NEW' FOR NEW NUMBER OR 'END'

Enter 'NEW' for the next purchase order number from the Sequence Control file.  It will
display in the right hand corner.  The next prompt will begin with vendor number. Enter
the PO number if you are doing maintenance to a purchase order.  Enter 'END' to return
to the operator code prompt.

If the purchase order exists the following will be checked.

1. If the purchase order is locked.
2. If the purchase order is on the system.
3. If the purchase order has been canceled.
4. If the purchase order has been closed.
5. If the warehouse and company match the PO record.

If any of the above conditions are present the purchase order can not be maintained.  If the
purchase order has been received complete, you will have the option to close the purchase
order.  The purchase order information will be displayed for maintenance.

The system searches the Purchase Order file, verifies and displays the purchase order
header information.  The system will not display non-existent, canceled, or closed
purchase orders but will respond with one of the messages:

'PURCHASE ORDER NOT ON FILE ' - Purchase order has been purged off system.
'PURCHASE ORDER HAS BEEN CANCELED' - Purchase order has been canceled.
'PURCHASE ORDER IS NOW CLOSED' - Purchase order has been closed.

If the purchase order has been received complete you will be prompted:

'P/O IS RECEIVED COMPLETE.  D O YOU WANT TO CLOSE OUT? (Y/N)'

An answer of 'Y' will close out the PO, an answer of 'N' will go back to the purchase order
number prompt.

A purchase order is normally closed out through accounts payable voucher entry if the
voucher entry using the PO interface is used.  When a voucher is being entered and a valid
purchase order number is entered on the distribution screen, a check is made against the
received dollars and invoiced dollars of the purchase order.
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)
Once the purchase order is received and invoiced complete it is flagged as closed.  A
purchase order that will never be received and invoiced for the same amount must be
closed through purchase order entry so that it can be purged.

Once the purchase order has been verified and the header information displayed, you are
then in the header editing function.  If it is a new purchase order, you will be prompted
for the following.

VENDOR NUMBER

Enter the vendor number.  The program verifies and either displays the vendor name and
address and prompts:

'IS THIS THE CORRECT VENDOR (Y/N)?'

or displays:

'INVALID VENDOR NUMBER'

If the vendor is not on file and prompts again for vendor number.  Enter 'END' to return
to the purchase order logon menu.

Purchase order entry displays the vendor's purchase order address, if present from the
Vendor Master file.  The standard accounts payable address is used if no vendor address
is found.

CUSTOMER NUMBER

Enter 'C##' for company address
Enter 'W###' for warehouse address
Enter customer number for customer address
Enter 'M' for manual entry
Enter 'RETURN' for same warehouse
Enter ‘L’ for customer lookup

Since the ship-to can be any type of location, the operator must select one.  The company,
warehouse or customer number can be entered and the program will verify the entry
against the respective files (Company, Warehouse, Alpha.Cust).
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)
If 'M' or 'RETURN' is entered, no verification is required. 'M' will allow the operator to
manually enter the ship-to. 'RETURN' will print the warehouse address selected earlier.
Verified entries will display ship-to information from the respective file.

By entering ‘L’ at the customer number prompt, the customer lookup screen is displayed
which allows access to customers by the first four characters of any word in the customer
name.

In the event that a valid customer number is entered, the system (after displaying
information) will prompt:

'IS THIS THE CORRECT CUSTOMER ?'

SHIP-TO

Hit 'RETURN' for YES, enter 'N' to return to the customer number prompt.  If 'YES', the
system prompts for ship to type:

M  -   Manual entry
S  -     Same
R  -    Repeat sold to
N  -   Next ship-to

   999999  -   For specific ship-to

Once the ship-to has been determined, the system prompts:

'IS THE SHIP-TO CORRECT (CR/N)?'

'Y' allows for entry of the information that follows without verification (except where
noted). 'N' prompts <RETURN> to okay or enter option.

CUST PO#

Enter a customer purchase order number for reference (optional).

REQ#

Enter a requisition number (optional).
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

PURCH.AGT

Enter a purchasing agent (optional).

WRITER

Enter a writer (optional).

DS IND

Enter DS for direct shipments.  Hit 'RETURN' for non direct shipments.  If DS is entered
the purchase order receipt will not update on hand quantities in the Product Detail
records.

DEPT

Enter a department number (optional).

PO DATE

Enter MM/DD/YY or return for date from the purchase order header.

REQ DATE

Enter MM/DD/YY for the request date for the purchase order.

PROM DATE

Enter MM/DD/YY for the vendors promise date.

SHIP VIA

Enter 'M' for manual entry or a valid ship method code or return for no ship via.

SHIP INST1

Enter shipping instructions 25 alpha characters (optional).
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

SHIP INST2

Enter shipping instructions second line 25 alpha characters (optional)

TOT DISC %

Enter the total discount percentage for the purchase order.(optional)

TERMS

Enter a valid terms code (optional), or hit 'RETURN' to bypass the field.

TERMS DATE

Enter the terms date MM/DD/YY (optional) or hit 'RETURN' to bypass the field.

CURRENCY

The currency will be displayed from the Vendor Master record.  You can also enter a 2
character rate of exchange.

PO TYPE

Process of purchase orders:

F = Fax
P = Phone
E = EDI

FAX#

Enter the vendors fax number.

You are now in the header editing function.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)
In the header editing function you may do one of the following:

-  Enter the line number that requires a change
-  Accept the header and go to the line item screen
-  END out of this purchase order with no changes
-  CANCEL the purchase order

The system will prompt:

'IS THE ABOVE CORRECT (CR/N)?'

A response of 'N' will bring you to the next response (edit mode).  A response of 'RETURN'
will skip the next response.

'LINE # TO CHANGE, 0 TO ACCEPT. 'END' TO END P/O OR 'CANCEL'
CANCEL ‘:

Entry of a valid line number will allow you to change that line.  Entry of '0' will accept the
header information as entered.  Entry of 'END' will return you to the PO# and prompt for
entry of the purchase order header information again  Entry of 'CANCEL' will return you
to the PO# prompt for entry of purchase order header information again.

If the last entry was '0' to accept, the system will then prompt:

'IS THE PURCHASE ORDER CORRECT TO THIS POINT (CR/N)?'

A response of 'RETURN' will then allow you to proceed to the line item screen.  A response
of 'N' will clear the header screen of all input data and prompt for purchase order number.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

ITEM LOOKUP

The system provides the ability to refer to a product by any number of different references,
such as the normal inventory product code and the vendor's item number.

Either of the above codes may be used to retrieve the product.  In addition, a generic item
lookup feature is provided, as described below.

On existing purchase orders you will proceed to the line item maintenance.

On new purchase orders, the system prompts for, verifies, and displays the product
information (Item #, description, purchasing unit of measure).  If unable to verify, the
system displays:

PRODUCT XXXXXX NOT ON ALPHA.PROD.  IS IT A SPECIAL ITEM (Y/N)?

If the answer is 'Y' you are allowed to enter the item into your Product Master file. ( See
special items).  If the answer is 'N', you will be prompted for item number again.

ENTER THE PRODUCT NUMBER, VENDOR PRODUCT NUMBER OR:

INQ - For inquiry selector

END - For END of line items

* - For repeat function to allow the operator to repeat the previous line item.

L - For product lookup.

M - For message text

T - For text input

By entering 'L' at the product number prompt, the product lookup screen is displayed
which allows access to products by the first four characters of any word in the product
description.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

MESSAGE TEXT ENTRY
If 'M' is entered at line item time instead of a product number, the system allows for entry
of a single line memo of 30 characters.

If 'T' is entered, the system displays the text addition screen and allows for input of 10 lines
of 30 character text information.

In both cases, when either memo or text is completed, the system returns to allow for either
further editing (if in edit mode) or the next line item to be created.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

NON-STOCK AND SPECIAL ITEMS
All non-stock and/or special items must be pre-fixed by an 'NS'.  If the special item feature
is enabled (existence of the special item element in the Purchase Order Control record), the
special item screen is called.  The following fields are entered:

DESC. 1

Enter a description of the 'NS' product number.

DESC. 2

Enter additional description of the 'NS' product number.

VENDOR #

Enter the vendor number for the vendor the item is purchased from.

VND PROD/DESC

Vendor product description.  If present, this field will print on the purchase order.  If this
field is not present, description 1 will be used.

DISC %

Enter the discount percentage, if applicable, for the product.

UNIT PACK

Enter the unit pack.  This field contains the quantity that corresponds to the unit of
measure ‘PK’.  If is designed to be used for products that have and “INNER” pack which
may be shippable.

BOX QTY

Enter the box quantity.  This field contains the quantity that corresponds to the unit of
measure of ‘BX’.
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

NON-STOCK AND SPECIAL ITEMS (Continued)

CASE QTY

Enter the case quantity.  This field contains the quantity that corresponds to the unit of
measure of ‘CS’.

STOCK UM

Enter the stocking unit of measure.

PRC/COST UM

Enter the pricing multiple unit of measure.

STD SELL UM

Enter the standard selling unit of measure.

PURCH UM

Enter the purchase order unit of measure.

TAXABLE IND

Enter a 'Y' is the product is taxable, a 'N' if it is non-taxable.

LIST PRICE

Enter the list or retail price.

STANDARD COST

Enter the standard cost.  Depending on values established in the Parameter record, it may
be used during inventory valuation procedures.
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

NON-STOCK AND SPECIAL ITEMS (Continued)

CURRENT COST

Enter the current cost.  This field is entered when the product is initially created, and is
updated by the receiving subsystem to reflect the last cost paid.  Depending on values
established in the Parameter record, it may be used during inventory valuation
procedures.

FOREIGN COST

Enter the cost of foreign currency.

PROD CLASS

Enter a valid product class for the item.  Product class is further defined in the FILE
MAINTENANCE section of your documentation.

PROD TYPE

Enter a valid product type for the item.  Product type is further defined in the FILE
MAINTENANCE section of your documentation.

QTY FACTOR

An Item record is written to the Alpha.Prod, Prod.Mast and Prod.Det files.  These records
will remain on file until purged, and may be used for other orders as an existing item.

The 'NS' item may be maintained through the Product Master file.  You may also at any
time flag it as a permanent item if necessary.

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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

LINE INPUT
After the product number is input, the system displays and prompts for change of:

DESCRIPTION

The description can be up to 30 alpha characters.  If changed, the description change will
only apply to this purchase order.  The product master description will not be changed.

PURCH U/M

The purchasing unit of measure from the Product Master file will displayed.

REQ DATE

Enter the required date (MM/DD/YY) for this line on the PO, or 'RETURN' for displayed
date.

QTY

Enter the quantity to purchase.

CURRENCY

The currency exchange from PO header displays but can not be changed.

CST UM

The cost unit of measure from Product Master file will be displayed.

COST

The cost from the Product Master file is displayed (using the option from Parameter 58).
If foreign currency conversions are used, Parameter (62), then cost from Product Master
file (61) will be displayed.
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PURCHASE ORDER ENTRY AND EDITING PROGRAMS

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Continued)

LINE INPUT (Continued)

DISC %

The discount percentage given by vendor will be displayed.

DS PRICE

The direct ship price (on direct shipments only) can be entered.

ND-CUSTNO

On non direct shipments a valid customer # or 'RETURN' can be entered.

DS-ORDER#

On direct shipments a valid order # must be entered.

'ENTER LINE# TO CHANGE, 'ADD' TO ADD LINES, OR END'.

If you want to see a previous page or change a line enter a line# from that page or the line#
you want to change.  The entire page that the line is on will be displayed.

The next prompt you receive is:

'DO YOU WANT TO DELETE THIS LINE (Y/N/SEE)'

If you want to delete the line enter 'Y***'.  The program will then check if any receipts have
been made against this line.  If so, the quantity can be reduced to the received quantity.
If you want to change the line enter 'N', this will step you through the data one field at a
time.  If you don't want to change any data enter 'SEE'.

If you want to add more lines enter 'ADD' and you will be brought back to the item
number prompt.  An answer of 'END' will bring you to the total screen.

TOTAL
The number of lines, total quantity, and ordered merchandise amount is displayed.  The
calculated trade discount is displayed along with the total amount of the purchase order.

If foreign currency conversion is used, the total converted US dollar amount and foreign
currency amounts are also displayed.

The operator is prompted:

‘ENTER LINE # TO CHNG. 'CL' TO CHNG DETAIL LINES, 'CANCEL' OR
'0' TO ACCEPT

Entry of a valid line number in the total screen will allow a change.  Entry of 'CL' will
bring you back into the line item screen for further input or changes to the line items.
